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GRADE NEWS:

WHAT HAVE THE GRADE 16S BEEN LEARNI NG ABOUT?
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Grade 1 students have had a fantastic start to Term 3! We enjoyed our winter
holidays and have come back to school excited and ready to learn!

i Students have enjoyed participating in a range of literacy activities each week. l
We hava a weekly Soundwaves focus to help us with our spelling - the sound of
the week this week was ‘ar’ - Be a Star! During our weekly diary writing, we
have been focusing on using correct punctuation, including capital letters, full
stops and exclamation marks. Students have been encouraged to make their
writing more interesting by using a range of different sentence starters and lots
' of adjectives. We are beginning to write our own narrative stories, which is very :
exciting! During daily literacy groups, students have been enjoying the use of
iPads. We have been reading, recording stories and completing comprehension
activities using the Sunshine Classics app.

This term, Grade 1 students have been working very hard in Mathematics. We
have been learning about addition and subtraction through the use of number
stories. We have solved many problems and written our own for our friends to
solve too! We have been looking at many different mental strategies to help us
: add numbers together including friends of 10, doubles, near doubles and :
I counting on. Our skip counting has improved this year and now we can count by 1
i 2's, 5's and 10's to 100! We have been looking closely at the features of 2D and i
3D shapes and have spotted many around our classrooms. We have really
enjoyed measuring ourselves to compare how tall we were at the start of the
year to see how much we have grown!

In Science, Grade 1’s have been learning about minibeasts through our
Schoolyard Safari topic. So far, we have spotted ants, snails, flies, beetles,
slaters, worms and spider webs around our schoolyard. We have been very
careful and have remembered our school value of ‘Respect’ when walking
i around the school looking for insects. Over the past few weeks we have learnt i
some interesting facts about worms, snails and ants. In the classroom we have
been looking at these animals in more detail, including their life cycles, where
they live, what they eat and how they move. We are very excited for our
upcoming ‘Hands on Science’ incursion about minibeasts on August 11" Check
out some of our snail facts we completed last week. These students did a
fantastic job of presenting these at assembly this week!
